I Einleitung 

Im August 1947 begab sich der bekannte französische Prähistoriker und Felsbildforscher 

Abbé Breuil zusammen mit seiner Assistentin Mary Boyle auf eine knapp zweiwöchige 

Expedition im Brandbergmassiv in Namibia, dem damaligen, unter südafrikanischer 

Verwaltung stehenden Südwestafrika (SWA).1 Ziel der Expedition war eine Felszeichnung, 

die Breuil zuvor auf Skizzen und Fotografien gesehen und der er den Namen "White Lady" 

gegeben hatte. Als Führer der Expedition wurden der in Windhoek lebende deutsche 

Chemiker Ernst Rudolf Scherz und der Geologe Henno Martin engagiert. Die Suche nach der 

"Weissen Dame" verlief erfolgreich, und es folgten zwei weitere Expeditionen 1948 und 

1950, an denen neben Ernst Rudolf Scherz auch seine Frau, die Fotografin Anneliese Scherz, 

teilnahm. Im Anschluss an diese Expeditionen entspann sich ein regelmässiger Briefwechsel 

zwischen dem Ehepaar Scherz einerseits und Abbé Breuil und Mary Boyle andererseits, der 

auch Korrespondenz zwischen E.R. Scherz und Vertretern des Trianon Verlags in Paris im 

Zusammenhang mit der Veröffentlichung von Breuils Büchern zur Felsbildkunst 

Südwestafrikas einschloss.  

Die Briefe dieses langjährigen Austauschs wurden vom Ehepaar Scherz in einer Mappe mit 

der Aufschrift Boyle Trianon Abbé abgelegt. Sie gelangten Dank der Aufmerksamkeit der mit 

dem Ehepaar befreundeten Kulturwissenschaftlerin Sigrid Schmidt in den 1990er-Jahren in 

das Archiv der Basler Afrika Bibliographien (BAB). Anneliese Scherz hatte dem Gründer der 

BAB, Carl Schlettwein, bereits zu Lebzeiten einen Teil des schriftlichen Nachlasses ihres 

Mannes zukommen lassen,2 der später durch das umfangreiche Foto-Archiv des Ehepaars mit 

unzähligen Aufnahmen zu den drei sogenannten „Breuil-Expeditionen“ ergänzt wurde.3 2015 

wurden die Dokumente der Akte Boyle Trianon Abbé in einer Einzelaufnahme katalogisiert 

und über das vorliegende Findbuch sowie die Online-Archivdatenbank erschlossen.4

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Die Korrespondenzpartner 

Der französische Prähistoriker und katholische Priester Henri Breuil (1877–1961) erlangte 

durch seine Forschungen zur Felsbildkunst unter anderem in Frankreich und Spanien in 

Fachkreisen internationale Bekanntheit. Er trug massgeblich zur Professionalisierung und 

Institutionalisierung der Vor- und Frühgeschichte als wissenschaftliche Disziplin bei und gilt 

bis heute als „Papst der Vorgeschichte“. Auf Einladung seines ehemaligen Schülers Miles 

Burkitt weilte er 1929 für einen ersten Forschungsaufenthalt in Südafrika, wo er unter 

anderem mit den südafrikanischen Archäologen John Goodwin und Clarence van Riet Lowe 

zusammenarbeitete.5 Während des Zweiten Weltkriegs sowie von 1947 bis 1951 folgten 

weitere Aufenthalte auf Einladung des damaligen südafrikanischen Premierministers Jan 

Christiaan Smuts. Während dieser Aufenthalte war Breuil als assoziierter Professor am 

Departement für prähistorische Archäologie der Universität Witwatersrand in Johannesburg 

sowie als Forscher für den Archaeological Survey tätig. Ab 1947 war er Präsident der South 

African Archaeological Society. Während seiner Aufenthalte in Südafrika unternahm er 

mehrere archäologische Expeditionen im südlichen Afrika (Südafrika, Simbabwe, Namibia, 

Angola u.a.), im Zuge derer er Artefakte sammelte und vor allem zahlreiche Felsbilder durch 

Abpausen und Nachzeichnen dokumentierte. Dem erwähnten Bild der "Weissen Dame" 

verhalf er zu internationaler Bekanntheit. Der deutsche Geologe Reinhard Maack war 1918 in 

der später nach ihm benannten Maack-Grotte auf diese Zeichnung gestossen und hatte eine 

Skizze davon angefertigt, die ab den 1920er Jahren unter Forschern wie Breuil zirkulierte. 

1937 zeigte ihm eine damalige Breuil-Schülerin, Alice Bowler Kelley, zudem Fotografien von 

E. R. Scherz von demselben Felsbild.6 Breuil bezeichnete die dargestellte Figur bald als 

"Weisse Dame"7 und überzeugte schliesslich Smuts von der Notwendigkeit einer näheren 

Untersuchung des Felsbildes. Dank Smuts Unterstützung und unter der Führung von E. R. 

Scherz und Henno Martin unternahm Breuil schliesslich 1947 eine erste Expedition ins 

Brandbergmassiv, in deren Zuge er die "Weisse Dame" und andere Felsbilder abzeichnete. Es 

folgten zwei weitere Expeditionen in den Jahren 1948 und 1950.8 Später publizierte Breuil 

zusammen mit Mary Boyle mehrere Bände zu namibischen Felsbildern.9 Breuils

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Interpretation des Bildes der "Weissen Dame" wurde unter Wissenschaftlern allerdings sehr 

bald heftig kritisiert10, und der Felsbildforscher Tilman Lensen-Erz geht heute davon aus, dass 

es sich bei der Darstellung um eine mit reichem Körperschmuck versehene männliche Figur 

mit Jagdgerätschaften handelt, „vermutlichen ein Medizinmann“.11 

Mary Elizabeth Boyle (1881–1974) stammte aus einer wohlhabenden schottischen Familie. 

Sie studierte französische Literatur in Grenoble und arbeitete als Sekretärin des Prähistorikers 

und Breuil-Schülers Miles Burkitt. In dieser Funktion lernte sie 1920 Abbé Breuil kennen und 

war fortan, mit kurzen Unterbrüchen zu Beginn des Zweiten Weltkriegs, als seine Assistentin 

tätig.12 Sie nahm nicht nur an seinen Expeditionen im südlichen Afrika teil, sondern 

entwickelte auch eigene Thesen zur Interpretation der Felsbilder, hielt Vorträge und verfasste 

einzelne Kapitel für Breuils Buchreihe „The Rock Paintings of Southern Africa". 

Anneliese Scherz (geborene Fuss-Hippel, 1900–1985) und Ernst Rudolf Scherz (1906–

1981), beide geboren in Deutschland, lebten von 1938 respektive 1933 bis 1979 in Namibia. 

Während Anneliese Scherz als Fotografin und Autorin tätig war, amtierte der Chemiker Ernst 

Rudolf Scherz von 1947 bis 1963 als Geschäftsführer des Karakulzuchtvereins für 

Südwestafrika. Scherz galt in Namibia seit den späten 1930er-Jahren als der lokale 

Felskunstexperte und trug zusammen mit seiner Frau über Jahrzehnte hinweg ein 

bemerkenswertes Archiv zur Archäologie, Geschichte und Gegenwart, von Geschichten und 

Begegnungen im Land zusammen.13 Seit 1963 widmete sich das Ehepaar schliesslich 

hauptberuflich der Felsbildforschung im Rahmen eines vom Institut für Ur- und 

Frühgeschichte der Universität Köln getragenen langjährigen Forschungsprojekts.14 Die drei 

Breuil-Expeditionen, die das Ehepaar im Wesentlichen organisierte und intensiv fotografisch 

begleitete, führten zu einer langjährigen Freundschaft mit dem Abbé und Mary Boyle und 

schufen wesentliche Grundlagen einer international eingebundenen Felsbildforschung in 

Namibia.  

Die 1947 von Arnold Fawcus in Paris gegründete Trianon Press war ein auf hochwertige 

Faksimile-Kunstdrucke spezialisierter Verlag. 1951 beauftragte Breuil einen Herrn Synge mit

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der Veröffentlichung seiner Arbeiten zur Felsbildkunst im südlichen Afrika, woraufhin Synge 

den Kontakt zu Fawcus herstellte. Später kam es zum Bruch mit Synge, und der erste Band 

zur „Weissen Dame“ konnte nach Verzögerungen erst 1955 veröffentlicht werden. Auch die 

fünf folgenden Bände aus Breuils Buchserie „The Rock Paintings of Southern Africa“ wurden 

in Zusammenarbeit mit der Trianon Press herausgegeben, wobei die letzten beiden Bände erst 

Jahre nach Breuils Tod veröffentlicht wurden.15 In der vorliegenden Akte findet sich ab 1957 

Korrespondenz zwischen Fawcus (sowie seiner Assistentin Mary Laing) und E. R. Scherz. 

Die Briefe stehen hauptsächlich im Zusammenhang mit Fotografien, die das Ehepaar Scherz 

zu Breuils Büchern beitrug. 

 

Felsbildforschung in Südwestafrika – historischer Kontext 

Breuils Aufenthalte in Südafrika sowie seine Expeditionen ins Brandbergmassiv in Namibia 

fanden zu einem Zeitpunkt statt, als sich in Südafrika die Archäologie als wissenschaftliche 

Disziplin formierte und institutionalisierte. Ebenso fielen seine Forschungen in die Zeit der 

Institutionalisierung und Umsetzung der Apartheidpolitik. Neuere Forschungen befassen sich 

vermehrt mit der Verflechtung und gegenseitigen Konstituierung von Politik und Archäologie 

in Südafrika. Diese Arbeiten hinterfragen die Rolle der Archäologie im Allgemeinen und der 

Felsbildforschung im Speziellen bei der Konstituierung des Südafrikanischen Nationalstaates 

sowie bei der Legitimierung der Apartheid.16 Eine zentrale Figur bei der Professionalisierung 

der südafrikanischen Archäologie war der damalige Premierminister Jan Christiaan Smuts, 

dessen finanzielle und logistische Unterstützung Breuils erste Brandberg-Expedition 1947 

ermöglichte.17 Ebenso konnte Breuil auf die Unterstützung der Administration Südwestafrikas 

zählen; Administrator Imker Hoogenhout nahm an der dritten Expedition 1950 selbst teil. 

Auch die von Breuil und Boyle vertretenen Thesen, wonach das Fries mit der „Weissen 

Dame“ mediterrane Einflüsse aufweist, kann vor dem Hintergrund dieser Verflechtungen von 

Politik und Wissenschaft verstanden werden.18 Jüngst hat Jean-Loïc Le Quellec die

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Kontinuitäten und fliessenden Übergängen zwischen zeitgenössischen Mythen, Esoterik, 

Literatur, Politik und Wissenschaft in den Arbeiten von Breuil und Boyle aufgezeigt und ihre 

Thesen als Teil einer längeren Tradition von Versuchen charakterisiert, eine historische 

Präsenz weisser Einwanderer im südlichen Afrika nachzuweisen.19 Im Gegensatz zu Breuil 

und Boyle hielt sich E. R. Scherz bei seiner eigenen Forschung mit Interpretationen zurück 

und konzentrierte sich auf eine möglichst umfassende Katalogisierung und die exakte 

Beschreibung und Reproduktion der Felsbilder und Gravierungen anhand von Fotografien 

und Abzeichnungen.20 Diese im Vergleich zu Breuil nüchterne Herangehensweise äusserte 

sich auch darin, dass er die Felsen schon früh mit einem Nummernsystem katalogisierte, 

während Breuil die Fundorte mit mehr oder weniger einfallsreichen Namen versah.21  

Vor diesem Hintergrund ist die Boyle Trianon Abbé-Korrespondenz für eine 

Wissenschaftsgeschichte der Felsbildforschung im damaligen SWA sowie im weiteren Sinne 

der Archäologie im und zum südlichen Afrika zwischen ca. 1947 und 1970 von grosser 

Bedeutung. In den vorliegenden Briefen werden nicht nur Neuigkeiten aus dem Arbeits- und 

Privatleben der beteiligten Personen ausgetauscht, sondern auch Informationen zu Hinweisen 

auf mögliche Fundorte für Felsbilder weitergegeben, wissenschaftliche Publikationen anderer 

Forscher diskutiert und zu Kontroversen unter Felsbildforschern – insbesondere denjenigen 

zwischen Breuil und den südafrikanischen Archäologen Schofield und van Riet Lowe – 

Stellung bezogen. Im Zusammenhang mit den gemeinsamen Exkursionen finden sich Briefe, 

die sich mit deren Vorbereitung befassen; darunter auch Korrespondenz mit den Behörden 

Südwestafrikas. Ebenso werden die Expeditionen und gemeinsame Reisen im Anschluss in 

den Briefen reflektiert. Vor allem ab den 1950er-Jahren befasst sich ein Grossteil der Briefe 

mit der Redaktion und Publikation von Breuils Büchern und der Zusendung von Fotografien 

von A. und E. R. Scherz für diese Veröffentlichungen. Ausserdem scheint Scherz auch 

zeitweise die Rolle eines Vermittlers zwischen Breuil und der Administration Südwestafrikas 

übernommen und sich um finanzielle Unterstützung für Breuils Publikationen bemüht zu 

haben. So schreibt er im Februar 1957 in einem Brief an Breuil: „I had the Administrator’s 

wife together with us in the Tsissab and to the White Lady. She is very enthusiastic about the 

																																																													
19 Le Quellec, Dame Blanche, S. 146–159 und S. 166–183.

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paintings and I hope I can use this more private way to the heart of the Administrator and to 

the money of South West.“22 

Interessant sind nicht zuletzt auch die Briefe von Mary Boyle, die in der Literatur lange nur 

als Breuils treue Assistentin auftauchte, tatsächlich aber auch eigene Ansätze zur 

Interpretation der namibischen Felsbilder einbrachte und als Übersetzerin und Verfasserin 

einzelner Kapitel wesentlich zur Breuils Buchreihe „Rock Paintings of Southern Africa“ 

beitrug.23 Die Briefe der Boyle Trianon Abbé-Akte geben nicht nur einen Einblick in Boyles 

vielfältige Tätigkeiten als Breuils Sekretärin, Übersetzerin und Begleiterin, sondern auch in 

ihre eigenen Standpunkte in den Debatten um die Interpretation der namibischen Felsbilder. 

 

Aufbau und Inhalt der Akte Boyle Trianon Abbé  

Die Akte Boyle Trianon Abbé umfasst den Briefwechsel von Ernst Rudolf und Anneliese 

Scherz mit Henri Breuil, Mary Boyle und Vertretern des Trianon Verlags. Die Akte beinhaltet 

auch einzelne Briefe anderer Personen, etwa von der Administration Südwestafrikas oder von 

Verwandten und Freunden des Ehepaars Scherz. 

Im Zuge der Archivierung wurde die Korrespondenz chronologisch geordnet und die 

ursprüngliche Akte in fünf Akten (Boyle Trianon Abbé I–V) aufgeteilt. Dabei wurde die 

ursprüngliche Ordnung insofern berücksichtigt, als Akte I und II einen ursprünglich 

gebundenen Teil der Akte umfassen, Akte III einen ebenfalls gebundenen, separaten Teil der 

Originalakte, Akte IV der Originalakte lose beiliegende Korrespondenz und Akte V weitere, 

der Originalakte lose beiliegende Dokumente. Der Ordnungsstruktur der BAB für 

Personenarchive entsprechend, sind alle fünf Akten der Gruppe II (Korrespondenz) 

zugeordnet.24 

Boyle Trianon Abbé I (Signatur PA.4 II.1) enthält die Briefe von 1947 bis 1953 und deckt 

somit den Zeitraum der drei Expeditionen 1947, 1948 und 1950 ab. Ab ca. 1950 befasst sich 

die Korrespondenz zudem mit den Vorbereitungen für die Veröffentlichung von Breuils „The 

White Lady of the Brandberg“, dem ersten Band seiner „The Rock Paintings of Southern

Boyle Trianon Abbé III (Signatur PA.4 II.3) enthält Briefe von 1961 bis 1965. Die Briefe 

stehen einerseits im Zusammenhang mit Breuils Tod 1961 und seinen unveröffentlichten 

Manuskripten sowie mit der Rückgabe von Negativen, die Scherz dem Trianon Verlag 

ausgeliehen hatte. 

Boyle Trianon Abbé IV (Signatur PA.4 II.4) enthält hauptsächlich Korrespondenz von 1965 

bis 1976 zwischen E. R. Scherz und Arnold Fawcus vom Trianon Verlag. Hauptthema der 

Briefe ist die Redaktion und Veröffentlichung des sechsten Bandes zu Breuils 

Felsbildforschung in Namibia. 

Boyle Trianon Abbé V (Signatur PA.4 II.5) enthält lediglich drei Dokumente, die sich lose 

in der Originalakte befanden und in keinem direkten Zusammenhang zur übrigen 

Korrespondenz stehen. 

Während es sich bei den Briefen von Breuil, Boyle sowie den Mitarbeitern des Trianon 

Verlags um Originale handelt, liegen von den Briefen von E. R. Scherz nur 

Durchschlagskopien vor. Von Anneliese Scherz liegen nur wenige Briefe vor; allerdings 

lassen Briefe von Mary Boyle an A. Scherz darauf schliessen, dass sie auch eigene Briefe an 

Boyle und Breuil geschrieben hat. 

Der vorliegende Schriftverkehr ist nicht zuletzt deshalb spannend, weil er zahlreiche 

Transkriptions- und Übersetzungsprozesse durchlief. Breuil sprach hauptsächlich Französisch, 

kein Deutsch und nur verhältnismässig schlecht Englisch, wobei Mary Boyle häufig als seine 

Übersetzerin fungierte. Trotzdem sind die meisten seiner Briefe auf Englisch verfasst. Das 

Ehepaar Scherz sprach ebenfalls nur wenig Englisch und kein Französisch, sodass davon 

auszugehen ist, dass die Briefe von Boyle und Breuil jeweils übersetzt werden mussten.25 

Erschwerend hinzu kam die unleserliche Handschrift Breuils, die dazu führte, dass seine 

Briefe nach ihrer Ankunft bei den Scherzens oft zunächst entziffert und transkribiert wurden. 

Manchmal kopierte auch Boyle seine Briefe der besseren Lesbarkeit halber bereits vor dem 

Versand in ihrer eigenen Handschrift. Dies ging sogar so weit, dass vereinzelt Briefe von

selbst schien sich dieses Problems durchaus bewusst gewesen zu sein; so entschuldigte er sich 

mehrmals für seine schlechte Schrift, was eine mit der Entzifferung beauftragte Person jedoch 

nicht davon abhielt, eine Transkription mit folgender Bemerkung an Scherz zu versehen: 

„Translator’s and Decipherer’s Note: Please do not forget to include in your reply to this 

worthy epistle that the author of this wonderful piece of art must please write with his 

typewriter in future!!“.27 

Von den handschriftlichen Briefen Breuils liegen somit oft maschinen- oder handschriftliche 

Transkriptionen bzw. Abschriften und vereinzelt auch deutsche Übersetzungen vor. Von 

Scherz' Briefen finden sich teilweise neben der englischen Durchschlagskopien auch deutsche 

Entwürfe. Zur Identität der Vermittler in diesen Transkriptions- und Übersetzungsprozessen 

ist bislang wenig bekannt. Einzelne handschriftliche Transkriptionen und Übersetzungen 

könnten Anhaltspunkte auf die Identität der Übersetzer geben. Zweifelsohne besteht in dieser 

Hinsicht weiterer Forschungsbedarf. 

Der Nachlass Breuils befindet sich verstreut in verschiedenen Institutionen, für die Breuil 

tätig gewesen war. In Bezug auf den hier erschlossenen Briefverkehr dürfte insbesondere der 

im Fonds Breuil der Bibliothèque Centrale du Muséum National d'Histoire Naturelle in Paris 

archivierte Bestand von Bedeutung sein. Dieser umfasst unter anderem persönliche 

Dokumente und weitere Korrespondenz von Breuil sowie den Nachlass von Mary Boyle.28 

Ein weiterer Bestand mit Dokumenten, die Breuil Arnold Fawcus überlassen hatte, befindet 

sich im Musée d'Archéologie Nationale (Saint-Germain-en-Laye).29

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I Introduction  

In August 1947, the well-known French prehistorian and rock art researcher Abbé Breuil and 

his assistant Mary Boyle set out on an expedition of about two weeks to the Brandberg 

Mountain in Namibia, the former South West Africa (SWA) that was under South African 

administration.30 The expedition’s destination was a rock painting that Breuil had previously 

only seen on photographs and that he had named the “White Lady”. They engaged Ernst 

Rudolf Scherz, a German chemist and resident of Windhoek, and the geologist Henno Martin 

as leaders of the expedition. The search for the “White Lady” was successful and two further 

expeditions followed, in 1948 and 1950 respectively, in which not only Ernst Rudolf Scherz 

but also his wife, the photographer Anneliese Scherz participated. Following these 

expeditions, Abbé Breuil and Mary Boyle began to engage in frequent correspondence with 

the Scherz couple, which also included letters between E.R. Scherz and representatives of 

Trianon Press in Paris in connection with the publication of Breuil’s books on South West 

Africa’s rock art.  

The Scherzs filed the letters emanating from this long-lasting exchange in a folder entitled 

Boyle Trianon Abbé. With the help of a friend of theirs, the cultural studies specialist Sigrid 

Schmidt, this collection ended up in the archive of the Basler Afrika Bibliographien (BAB) in 

the 1990s. Still in her lifetime, Anneliese Scherz had left part of her husband’s written papers 

to Carl Schlettwein, the BAB’s founder.31 This collection was later complemented by the 

couple’s extensive photographic archive with numerous images on the three “Breuil 

expeditions”, as these came to be known. In 2015, the Boyle Trianon Abbe file was 

catalogued in the BAB archive and the documents it contains are made accessible through this 

finding aid as well as through an online archive database.32 

 

The correspondents 

Henri Breuil (1877–1961), a French prehistorian and Catholic priest, achieved international 

fame in professional circles on the basis of his research on the rock art of France and Spain, 

amongst others. He contributed significantly to the professionalisation and institutionalisation

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of prehistory as scientific discipline and is still recognised as the “pope of prehistory”. At the 

invitation of his former pupil Miles Burkitt, he conducted his first research trip to South 

Africa in 1929, during which he worked together with the South African archaeologists John 

Goodwin and Clarence van Riet Lowe.33  

During the Second World War and from 1947 to 1951 he undertook several further trips to 

South Africa on the invitation of Jan Christiaan Smuts, the former South African prime 

minister. During these trips, Breuil was appointed associate professor in the Department of 

Prehistoric Archaeology at the University of the Witwatersrand in Johannesburg, and worked 

on the Archaeological Survey as researcher. From 1947 onwards, he was the president of the 

South African Archaeological Society. During his trips to South Africa, he undertook several 

archaeological expeditions in southern Africa (South Africa, Zimbabwe, Namibia and Angola, 

amongst others), during the course of which he collected artefacts and traced numerous rock 

paintings in order to document them. It was mainly due to him that the “White Lady” 

achieved its international profile. In 1918, the German geologist Reinhard Maack had 

stumbled upon this painting in a cave, later named the Maack Grotto, and drew a sketch of it 

that from the 1920s began to circulate amongst researchers such as Breuil. In 1937 his then 

pupil Alice Bowler Kelley showed him a photograph of the painting that had been produced 

by E.R. Scherz.34 Breuil soon began to call the figure in the painting the “White Lady”35 and 

finally convinced Smuts of the necessity of closely investigating and analysing the rock 

painting. With Smuts‘ help and under the leadership of E.R. Scherz and Henno Martin, Breuil 

finally undertook his first expedition to the Brandberg Mountain in 1947, during which he 

produced tracings of the “White Lady” and other rock paintings. This was followed by two 

further expeditions in 1948 and 1950 respectively.36 Later Breuil together with Mary Boyle 

published several volumes on Namibian rock art.37 Breuil’s interpretation of the “White 

Lady”, however, was soon critiqued fiercely by scientists.38 The rock art specialist Tilman

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Lensen-Erz today assumes that the image depicts a male figure with rich body ornaments and 

hunting instruments, “vermutlich ein Medizinmann” [presumably a medicine man].39 

Mary Elizabeth Boyle (1881–1974) was a descendent of a wealthy Scottish family. She 

studied French literature in Grenoble, France, and worked as secretary for Miles Burkitt, 

prehistorian and former Breuil pupil. In this function, she met Abbé Breuil in 1920 and from 

then on worked as his assistant, with short interruptions at the outset of the Second World 

War.40 She not only participated in his expeditions in southern Africa, but also developed her 

own theories on the interpretation of rock art, delivered lectures and composed individual 

chapters for Breuil’s “The Rock Paintings of Southern Africa” book series.  

Anneliese Scherz (née Fuss-Hippel, 1900–1985) and Ernst Rudolf Scherz (1906–1981) 

were both born in Germany and lived in Namibia, from 1938 and 1933 respectively, until 

1979. While Anneliese Scherz worked as photographer and writer, the chemist Ernst Rudolf 

Scherz was the managing director of the Karakul Breeders Association of South West Africa 

from 1947 to 1963. From the late 1930s onwards, E.R. Scherz was recognised as the local 

expect on rock art in Namibia. Over decades, he and his wife assembled a remarkable archive 

on archaeology, history and the present, of stories and encounters in the country.41 From 1963 

onwards, the couple devoted itself full-time to rock art research in the context of a long-term 

research project by the Institute for Prehistory at the University of Cologne.42 The three Breuil 

expeditions, which the Scherzs organised to a large extent and which they intensively 

documented photographically,43 led to a long-term friendship with the Abbé and with Mary 

Boyle, and substantially created the basis for the development of internationally orientated 

rock art research in Namibia.  

Trianon Press, founded in 1947 by Arnold Fawcus in Paris, specialised in high quality 

facsimile art prints. In 1951, Breuil instructed a Mr Synge with the publication of his work on 

the rock art of southern Africa, upon which Synge established contact with Fawcus. After a 

break with Synge which led to significant publication delays; a first volume, on the “White 

Lady”, only appeared in 1955. The five subsequent volumes of Breuil’s “The Rock Paintings

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of Southern Africa” book series were also published in cooperation with Trianon Press, with 

the last two volumes appeared only significantly after Breuil’s death.44 The “Boyle Trianon 

Abbé” file contains the correspondence between Fawcus (and his assistant Mary Laing) and 

E.R. Scherz from 1957 onwards. The letters deal in particular with the photographs which the 

Scherzs contributed to Breuil’s books.  

 

Rock art research in South West Africa – historical context  

Breuil’s research trips to South Africa as well as his expeditions to the Brandberg Mountain in 

Namibia took place at a time when archaeology was being developed into and 

institutionalised as a scientific discipline in South Africa. Equally his research coincided with 

the increasing institutionalisation and implementation of apartheid policies. Recent research is 

increasingly analysing the interlinkages and mutual constitution of politics and archaeology in 

South Africa. These studies investigate the role of archaeology in general and of rock art 

research in particular for the constitution of the South African national state as well as for the 

legitimisation of apartheid.45 A central figure in the professionalisation of South African 

archaeology was the then Prime Minister Jan Christiaan Smuts whose financial and logistical 

support enabled Breuil’s first Brandberg expedition in 1947.46 Similarly, Breuil was able to 

count with the support of the South West African administration with Administrator Imker 

Hoogenhout even taking part in the third expedition of 1950.  

Even Breuil and Boyle’s hypothesis that the frieze with the “White Lady” shows 

Mediterranean influences can be understood against the background of these political and 

scientific networks.47 Recently, Jean-Loïc le Quellec illustrated the continuities and blurred 

boundaries between contemporary myths, esotericism, literature, politics and science in the 

work of Breuil and Boyle, and characterised their hypotheses as part of a long tradition of 

																																																													
44 For a detailed description of the collaboration between Breuil, Synge and Fawcus and the problems that arose 
during the publication of Breuil’s books by Trianon Press, as reflected from the perspective of Fawcus’ wife, 
Julie Fawcus, see Fawcus, Julie/Jarrell, Randall: Julie Fawcus: Recollections of Trianon Press, 1996, URL:

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attempts to prove the historical presence of white migrants in southern Africa.48 In contrast to 

Breuil and Boyle, E.R. Scherz was more reserved in his interpretations in his own research 

and concentrated on cataloguing, describing and reproducing the rock art and engravings as 

extensively and precisely as possible, with the help of photographs and tracings.49 This 

approach was more matter-of-fact than that of Breuil; for example, Scherz used a numbering 

system when he first catalogued the Brandberg, whilst Breuil allocated each individual rock 

art panel an imaginative name.50  

In terms of this background, the “Boyle Trianon Abbé” correspondence is of particular 

importance for the history of rock art research in the former SWA as well as more widely for 

the history of archaeology in and on southern Africa between about 1947 and 1970. The 

letters at hand not only exchanged news on the work and private lives of the correspondents, 

but also passed on hints on newly found rock art, discussed scientific publications of other 

researchers, and took position in relation to controversies that were raging amongst rock art 

researchers — in particular those between Breuil and the South African archaeologists 

Schofield and van Riet Lowe. In the context of the joint expeditions, the collection contains 

letters dealing with the preparations of the trips, including correspondence with government 

officials in South West Africa. Similarly, the letters reflect on the expeditions and the joint 

travels. In particular from the 1950s onwards, the majority of the letters deal with the editing 

and publication of Breuil’s books and the consignment of A. and E.R. Scherz’s photographs 

for these publications. At times, E.R. Scherz seems to have occupied the role of mediator 

between Breuil and the South West African administration and to have made an effort of 

finding financial support for Breuil’s publications. In February 1957, he wrote the following 

in a letter to Breuil: “I had the Administrator’s wife together with us in the Tsissab and to the 

White Lady. She is very enthusiastic about the paintings and I hope I can use this more 

private way to the heart of the Administrator and to the money of South West.”51 

Finally, the letters by Mary Boyle are fascinating. For a long time, she appeared in the 

literature only as Breuil’s loyal assistant. However, she also developed her own interpretive 

approach to Namibian rock art and contributed significantly to the Breuil book series “Rock 

Paintings of Southern Africa”, both as translator and as author of individual chapters.52 The

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letters of the “Boyle Trianon Abbé” file give insight not only into Boyle’s varied tasks as 

Breuil’s secretary, translator and companion, but also into her own position in debates on the 

interpretation of Namibian rock art.  

 

Structure and content of the “Boyle Trianon Abbé” file  

The “Boyle Trianon Abbé” file comprises the correspondence of Ernst Rudolf and Anneliese 

Scherz with Henri Breuil, Mary Boyle and representatives of Trianon Press. The file also 

contains individual letters from other people as, for example, a South West African 

administrator or relatives and friends of the couple.  

In the course of archiving the collection, the correspondence was ordered chronologically and 

the original file was divided into five sections (Boyle Trianon Abbé I–V). The structure of the 

original file was respected in as far as Sections I and II contain the part of the file that was 

originally bound, Section III contains a bound but separate part of the original file, Section IV 

contains loose correspondence, and Section V comprises loose documents that had been 

added to the original file. In line with the ordering principles for Personal Archives at BAB, 

all five sections are allocated to Group II (Correspondence).53 

Boyle Trianon Abbé I (reference number PA.4 II.1) contains the letters from 1947 to 1953 

and covers the period of the three expeditions of 1947, 1948 and 1950 respectively. From 

about 1950, the correspondence also deals with the preparations for the publication of Breuil’s 

“The White Lady of Brandberg”, the first volume of his “The Rock Paintings of Southern 

Africa” series.  

Boyle Trianon Abbé II (PA.4 II.2) covers the correspondence from 1954 to 1961. These 

letters deal in particular with the editing and publication of the volumes of Breuil’s “The Rock 

Paintings of Southern Africa” series. 

Boyle Trianon Abbé III (PA.4 II.3) holds the letters from 1961 to 1965. These letters deal 

with Breuil’s death in 1961 and with his unpublished manuscripts, as well as with the return 

of the negatives that the Scherzs had lent to Trianon Press.  

Boyle Trianon Abbé IV (PA.4 II.4) includes in particular the correspondence (1965–1976) 

between E.R. Scherz and Arnold Fawcus of Trianon Press. The main theme of these letters is 

the editing and publication of the sixth volume of Breuil’s research on Namibian rock art.

the original file and which showed no direct connection to any of the other correspondence. 

Whilst the letters by Breuil, Boyle and the staff of Trianon Press are originals, the letters by 

E.R. Scherz are only present as carbon copies. Anneliese Scherz has left only few letters. On 

the other hand, the letters from Mary Boyle to A. Scherz suggest that she too wrote several 

letters to Boyle and Breuil.  

The correspondence at hand is fascinating, not least due to the numerous transcription and 

translation processes it underwent. Breuil mostly spoke French, did not speak German and his 

English was relatively bad, for which Mary Boyle often acted as translator. Nevertheless, 

most of his letters are composed in English. The Scherzs also spoke little English and no 

French at all, so that the letters by Boyle and Breuil had to be translated.54 What made the 

situation more difficult was Breuil’s illegible handwriting. Arriving at the Scherz’s house the 

letters would often be first deciphered and transcribed. Sometimes, Boyle would copy 

Breuil’s letters in her own handwriting even before they were sent off, in order to make them 

legible. This went so far that letters that had arrived in SWA from Breuil were sent to Boyle 

in France in order to be deciphered.55 Breuil himself definitely seemed aware of the problem: 

on several occasions he apologised for his bad handwriting. This did not prevent a person 

tasked with transcribing his texts to make the following remark to Scherz: “Translator’s and 

Decipherer’s Note: Please do not forget to include in your reply to this worthy epistle that the 

author of this wonderful piece of art must please write with his typewriter in future!!”.56 

A result is that Breuil’s letters are often available as type-written texts or as handwritten 

transcriptions or copies, and sometimes there are even German translations. Regarding 

Scherz’s letters, some are accompanied by English carbon copies as well as by German drafts. 

To date, little is known of the identity of those who played the role of intermediaries in the 

transcription and translation processes. Individual handwritten transcriptions and translations 

can give some indication on the identity of the translator. Without any doubt more research is 

required here.  

Breuil’s papers are scattered in the many different institutions at which Breuil had worked. 

Regarding the correspondence that is herewith made accessible, the archived collection at the

Fonds Breuil of the Bibliothèque Centrale du Muséum National d'Histoire Naturelle in Paris 

could be of particular interest. It comprises inter alia personal documents and additional 

correspondence by Breuil, as well as the personal papers of Mary Boyle.57 A further 

collection of documents which Breuil had given to Fawcus is now lodged at the Musée 

d'Archéologie Nationale (Saint-Germain-en-Laye).58

The finding aid at hand was compiled by Susanne Hubler Baier and Caro van Leeuwen within 

the FAUST database. Any titles, descriptions and other data placed in inverted commas render 

the original title of the document.  

At the end of the finding aid are indexes on persons, places and organisations. The number in 

the indexes refers to the document number, allocated to each document in a square bracket.
